Note the: 

Time of report -- Nature of report -- Exact Location -- Description of suspects -- Mode of escape -- Description of get-away -- Vehicle – Record time of offense and arrival – Report of exact location – Take charge of situation – Preserve scene – Record dying statement – protection of life and property – Identify complainant 

What is Patrol?

Patrol is the routine movement of officers by vehicles or on foot through a clearly demarcated area.

Objectives:

Preventing of crime, Suppression of criminals, Apprehension of criminals, Preservation of peace and attending to routine and non-crime service.

Patrol officers can be dispatched through:

Call through Combined Operation Room (COR)

Divisional Operations Room (DOR)

Neighbourhood Police Post / Neighbourhood Police Center

Officers on patrol.

Methods of Patrol:

Foot patrol, vertical policing, bicycle patrol, motorcycle patrol, vehicle patrol

FRC (Fast Response Car)

Two Men Crew

Coordination done by COR

Mainly attend to urgent cases 

Report facts to DOR

Must not be tied for more than 25 minutes

May attend cases in another division

Neighbourhood Policing 

Au Fiat with happenings in that area

Good interaction with resident

Attend to mostly non-urgent / routine matters

Task Force 

Form to combat crime in high crime areas. Comprises of regulars and NS men. Patrol in mini buses. Deploy at strategic locations. Perform foot patrols. Selective spot-checks.

Primary Duties (Minor Accidents)

Protection of life and money. Removal of obstruction. Regulation of traffic flow. Preservation of evidence.

Major accidents

Ambulance should be summoned. Fire service should be summoned. Apply first aid. Observe and inform operations rooms. Clear crowds and regulate traffic. Relevant details should be recorded. Make note on damages to vehicles. Do not remove vehicle before Accident Investigation Officer arrives. Mark vehicle position before removing them. Record particulars of eye witnesses. Record details of property to be handed over to the next person. Relevant details should be pass to investigator.

Hit & Run

Look out for description of: 

Vehicle, driver, passenger, direction of travel and position of extent of damage to vehicle.

A police officer shall:

Not remove vehicles if structure may collapse. 

Keep the crowd a safe distance away.

Not touch high voltage or live wire. 

Make report in NP 168.

Clear obstructions.

Accidents involving vehicles carrying petroleum products:

Inform duty officer radio or DOR.

Summon fire brigade

Accidents involving foreign drivers:

Major accidents: Exercise power of arrest Section 32 of CPC

Minor accidents: 1) No one is injured: Record full particulars, Direct 

                                driver to report at Traffic Police (TP)

Theft (Section 378)

Whoever intending to take dishonestly any movable property out of the possession of any person without that person’s consent moves that property in order to such taking is said to commit theft.

Theft in Dwelling (Section 380)

Whoever commits theft in any building, tent or vessel, which building, tent of vessel is used as a human dwelling or for the custody of property, shall be punished with imprisonment for a term which may extend to seven years and shall also liable to fine.

Shift Work Plan 

Outlines on the patrolling, prepare in triplicate, prepare in standard performa (3Copies) – original with log sheet, Duplicate to DOR, Triplicate to WO

Used for monitoring and supervision.

Intoxicating Substances:

Means any substances having the property of releasing toxic vapour or fumes, which contain any chemical compound. Specified in the schedule which when inhaled induces or causes a state of intoxication. 

Punishment ---- $2000/-fine

                    ---- Imprisonment for a term not exceeding 6 months

                    ---- Or both

Symptoms of inhalers:

Slurred speech, poor coordination of movements, frequent salivation spitting, slow reaction/reflexes, traces of solvent on garments caught in act, seen in act, or found with glue sniffing items.

Offence of misuse of intoxicating substances

No person shall for the purpose of inducing or causing in himself a state of intoxication use or inhale any intoxicating substances.

Violent ---- Signs and symptoms may be due to: Alcohol intoxication or diabetes. Take precautionary measures before treating suspect as inhalant abuser. 

Definition of smoking

Inhaling and expelling the smoke of tobacco or other substances.

Explanation

It includes the holding of any cigar, cigarette, pipe or any other form of tobacco products which is a light of emitting smoke. 

Nobody can smoke in premises or building or such part thereof specified in the first schedule and public service vehicles specified in the second schedule.

First Schedule: Amusement centre, air-conditioned shops, buildings or premises, cinema/theatre, hospital, indoor sports arena or sports stadium or fitness centre, lift, public library, museum or public art gallery, air-conditioned factory, shopping mall or complex or enclosed of any premises of building. All courts and underground pedestrian walkway. Queue of two or more person in a public place eg. Taxi Stand.

School.

Section 11(1) of the smoking act, any person who is being below the age of 18 years, found smoking in a public place or on a road, or buys or has in his possession of any tobacco product shall be guilty of an offence and shall be liable on conviction to a fine not exceeding $50 and in a case of a second or subsequent conviction, there will be a fine of not exceeding $100. Seize the tobacco product. Fill-up a format (Annex A).

Environmental Public Health Acts 1987 

Section 18(1)(a)

Prohibition against throwing refuses in a public place. No person shall deposit, drop, place or throw and dust, dirt, paper, ash, carcass, refuse, box, barrel, bale or any other thing in any public places. 

Section 18(1)(c)

No person shall dry any articles of food or other particle or thing in any public places.

Section 18(1)(d)

No person shall place, scatter, spill or throw any blood, brine, toxious liquid, swill or any other offensive or filthy matter of any kind in such a manner as to run or fall into any public place. 

Section 18(1)(e)

No person shall beat, clean, shake, sieve or otherwise agitate any ash, hair, feathers, lime, sand, waste paper or other substances in such a manner that it is carried or likely to be carried by wind to any public places.

Section 18(1)(f)

No person shall throw or leave behind any bottle, can, food container, food wrapper, glass, particles of food or any other article or thing.

Any police officer or public health officer or public officer authorised, may arrest any person committing in his view or who he has reason to believe has committed any offence punishable under this act or any regulations made, if 

a) The name and address of the person are unknown to him

b) The person declines to give his name and address 

c) There is reason to doubt the accuracy of the name and address if given.

2) A person arrested under this section may be detained until his name and address is correctly ascertained.

3) No person arrested under this section shall be detained longer than necessary for bringing him before a court unless the order of a court for his detention is obtained. 

Section 351

Whoever makes:

1) Any gesture or preparation or knowing it to be likely:

a) That such a gesture or preparation will cause any person present to apprehend that he who makes the gesture or preparation is about to use criminal force to that person is said to commit assault. 

b) Threat of violence exhibit an intention of use of criminal force

c) Ability and intention to carry out the threat into execution being present. 

Criminal force

Whoever intentionally uses force to any person without that person’s consent, in order to cause the committing of any offence or intending by the use of such force illegally to cause or knowing it to be likely that by the use of such force he will illegally cause ---- injury, fear and annoyance. 

To a person to whom the force is used, is said to use criminal force to that person.

Section 319

Whoever causes any bodily pain, disease, or infirmity to any person is said to cause hurt.

Bodily pain – Pain caused must be bodily and not mental.

Disease – A person communicating a specific disease to another. It must be done by contact and with criminal knowledge and intention.

Infirmity – It is a disease or it may be weakness brought by the administration of a deleterious or poisonous substance.

Section 321 – Voluntarily causing hurt

Whoever does any act with the intention of thereby causing hurt to any person or with the knowledge that he is likely thereby to cause hurt to any person and does thereby cause hurt to any person is said to voluntarily have caused hurt. 

Explanation – Before any person can voluntarily cause hurt, he should either have the intention to cause hurt or the knowledge that he is likely to cause hurt. 

Section 323

VCH – Non-bully cases, Bully cases and sensitive cases.

Objective – Restore peace and order, solve the problem. 

VCH – Non-seizable offence under section 323.

When committed in the view of a police officer, offender can be arrested for breach of the peace under Section 32 (1)(I) of CPC.

Section 100

Two or more people fighting in a public place, disturb the public peace, they are said to commit affray. 

Three ingredients – Fight with each other, Fight in a public place and destroy public peace.

Participation of both parties if one is aggressive and other is passive, then it is not an offence of affray but VCH.

Section 6 

Persons burning materials in a public place causing annoyance, inconvenience, or danger to others.

Section 8

Owners of dogs in the habit of running at or chasing at persons, vehicles or bicycle. 

Section 9 – Ferocious dogs at large
It is an offence for the owner or a dog trainer to allow his dog to be at large and unmuzzled. 

Section 27(a)

Appearing nude in public/private place 

1) Offence for any person who appear nude

2) In a public place

3) In a private place and is exposed to the public view

Nude includes person who is clad in such a manner as to offend against public decency or order. 

Section 22(1)

Possession of house-breaking implement or offensive weapons

Anyone who is found:

a) Armed with offensive weapon without lawful authority or lawful purpose

b) Having his face disguised with intent to commit crime

c) Found with an article for use in connection with any house breaking.

Section 22(2)

Any person who: 

a) Is a reputed thief, is found on board any vessel or boat, or loitering in any street, road, yard or any other places and does not give a satisfactory account of himself

b) Is found in any dwelling house or other building without being able being able to give a satisfactory account for his presence there shall be guilty of an offence under the sub. section. 

Any police officer may arrest without warrant any person offending in his view provisions of this act and take him before a magistrate court to be dealt with.

Section 97

Right of private defence of the body and property.

Everyone has the right to defend:

His own body and the body of any other person, against any offence against human body. The property whether movable or non-movable.

Explanation

Every person is entitled to defend his own body or another person’s body against any offence affecting the human body. 

Example: Hurt, grievous hurt, murder, kidnap or abduction, rape, outrage of modesty, criminal force, assault, wrongful restraint and confinement

Section 99 -- Acts against which there is no right of private defence

An act which does not reasonably cause the apprehension of death or of grievous hurt, if done, or attempt to be done, by a public servant acting in good faith under colour of his office, though that act may not be justifiable by law. 

An act which does not reasonably cause the apprehension of death or of grievous hurt, if done, or attempt to be done by any direction of a public servant acting in good faith under colour of his office, though that direction may not be strictly justifiable by law. 

Cases in which there is time to have recourse to the protection of the public authorities.

No case extends to the inflicting of more harms than it is necessary to inflict for the purpose of defence. 

Section 100

When the right of private defence of the body extends to causing death

When the right of private defence of the body extends to the voluntarily causing of death or of harm to the assailant in any way of the following description:

An assault that death may occur. 

An assault that grievous hurt may occur.

An assault with the intention of committing rape.

An assault with the intention of gratifying unnatural lust.

An assault with the intention of kidnapping or abduction.

An assault with the intention of wrongfully containing a person under circumstances which may reasonably cause him to apprehend that he will be unable to have recourse to the public authorities for his release.

Section 102

Commencement and continuance of the right if private defence of the body.

Section 103

When the right of private defense of property extends to causing death.

Section 105

Commencement and continuance of the right if private defence of property

Explanation the right of private defence of property commences as soon as there is danger to the property commences.

Section 106

Right of private defence against a deadly assault when there is risk of harm to an innocent person. 

Dangerous Fireworks

Firecrackers, Rocket Fireworks, Sand Crackers, and other fireworks declared in the gazette.

Exemption 

The minister may notify in the gazette. Any person or class of persons to be exempted. 

Prohibition

No person shall: Sell, transport, sends, and deliver, distribute or import any dangerous fireworks, UNLESS

In transit as cargo of; or being loaded onto or discharged from vessel/aircraft/vehicle. All offences under this act are seizable. Officers may seize any dangerous fireworks.

Section 29

Search of conveyance or goods of person arrested.

Section 32 

Touting for business

Section 33 

Touting in public offices

Section 26

Disorderly or indecent behaviour by prostitutes. This section defined who can be considers as “idle and disorderly person.”

Every common (known) prostitutes:

a) who wanders in any public road / place of public resort; and 

b) behaves in a disorderly or indecent manner.

Section 19

Soliciting in a public place/road for the purpose of prostitution or immoral purpose.
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
